» Maximum funding period: 11 months (10 months for study or research period plus possibly an additional
month for participation in the intensive German course in September or March)
» Maximum funding period might be cut depending on funds available
 Participation in various events offered by the Baden-Wirttemberg Foundation (meetings, excursions etc.)

Application procedure

» Potential applicant for the scholarship is selected by the home university according to internal criteria (beside
academic performances, social and inter-cultural competences of the applicants can also be considered).
* Nomination - including name, first name, study program and study level - should be e-mailed to us by

April 15, 2020 for stays in the winter semester 2020 or academic year
November 16, 2020 for stays in the summer semester 2021
Later nominations are welcome, provided that scholarships are still available.

» Final decision about the allocation of the scholarships is taken by the Baden-Wirttemberg Foundation.
